VERIFIED COMPLAINT FOR MANDAMUS
AND DECLARATORY JUDGMENT

The Plaintiffs, ILYA SIGALOV, VADIM SHALUPOV, SVETLANA E. TARASOVA,
VLADISLAV V. SHALUPOV, ANGELINA V. SHALUPOVA, IRINA SOKOLOVA, VALERIY
VLADIMIROVICH KISELEV and ALEKSANDR KISELEV, individually and as representatives
of all similarly situated persons, by their attorneys, James V. Noonan and Jeffrey Grant Brown,
complaining of the Defendants, THOMAS RIDGE, DEPARTMENT OF HOMELAND
SECURITY; BUREAU OF CITIZENSHIP AND IMMIGRATION SERVICES, COLIN

POWELL, THE UNTED STATES DEPARTMENT OF STATE, state and allege as follows:



EREFATORY STATEMENT

l. This is an action to compel the Defendants and those acting under them to
immediately issue all appropriate documents and take all appropriate action to execute and process
visa applications made under the 2003 Diversity Immigrant Visa Program (“2003 DV Lottery™).

JURISDICTTION

2. This is a civil action brought pursuant to 8 U.S.C. §1329 and 28 U.S.C. §1331 and
§1361, to redress the deprivation of rights, privileges and immunities secured to Plaintiffs, under
which statutes jurisdiction is conferred, to compel Defendants, Thomas Ridge, Department of
Homeland Security, Bureau of Citizenship and Immigration Services, Colin Powell, and The
United States Department of State, to perform a duty they owe to Plaintiffs, Ilya Sigalov, Vadim
Shalupov, Svetlana E. Tarasova, Vladislav V. Shalupov, Angelina V. Shalupova, Irina Viktorovna
Sokolova, Valeriy Vladimirovich Kiselev, and Aleksandr Kiselev. Jurisdiction is also conferred by
virtue of 5 U.S.C. §704.

YENUE

3. Venue is proper in the Northern District of Illinois, pursuant to 28 U.S.C.

§1391(e)(1), as one or more of the Defendants reside in this district.
THE INDIVIDUAIL PLAINTIFFS

4. Plaintift, Ilya Sigalov, is a citizen of Russia and resides in Cambridge,
Massachusetts. Ilya applied for an Adjustment of Status with the Immigration and Naturalization
Service on or about March 9, 2003 pursuant to the 2003 DV Lottery.

5. Plaintiff, Vadim Shalupov, is a citizen of the Republic of Uzbekistan and resides
with his family in Huntingdon Valley, Pennsylvania. Vladim applied for an Adjustment of Status
with the Immigration and Naturalization Service on or about October 11, 2002 pursuant to the 2003
DV Lottery.

0. Plaintiff, Svetlana E. Tarasova, is Vadim Shalupov’s wife and is a derivative spouse

under the 2003 DV Lottery.
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7. Plaintiff, Vladislav V. Shalupov, is Vadim Shalupov’s son and is a derivative
beneficiary under the 2003 DV Lottery.

8. Plaintiff, Angelina V. Shalupova, is Vadim Shalupov’s daughter and is a derivative
beneficiary under the 2003 DV Lottery.

9. Plaintiff, Irina Viktorovna Sokolova, is a citizen of Russia, and resides in Pasadena,
California. Irina applied for an adjustment of status with the Immigration and Naturalization
Service in or about October 2002,

10. Plaintiff, Valeriy Vladimirovich Kiselev, is Irina Viktorovna Sokolova’s husband
and is a derivative spouse under the 2003 DV Lottery.

11 Plaintiff Aleksandr Kiselev, is Irina Viktorovna Sokolova’s son and is a derivative
beneficiary under the 2003 DV Lottery.

FACTS PERTAINING TO PLAINTIFFE, SIGALOVY’S, APPLICATION

12. In or about September 9, 2001, Plaintiff, Sigalov, entered the United States under a
student visa and is currently enrolled as a full time student at the Massachusetts Institute of
Technology in Cambridge, Massachusetts.

13. In the spring of 2002, Sigalov was selected under the 2003 DV Lottery to be
processed for an adjustment of status. Adjustment of status is the administrative process of
declaring an applicant to be a lawful permanent resident of the United States without leaving the
country. (Immigration and Naturalization Act, §245 (8 U.5.C. §1255).})

14. Pursuant to the Bureau of Citizenship and Immigration Services, f/k/a Immigration
and Naturalization Service’s (“INS”) written instructions, Sigalov applied for a visa under the 2003
DV Lottery in or about March 2003.

15. The United States Department of Justice received Sigalov’s application for lawful
permanent resident in the United States shortly thereafter.

16. Pursuant to the requirements of the application process, Sigalov submitted his

fingerprints to the INS on or about March 27, 2003.



17. On or about August 7, 2003, Sigalov was ‘interviewed by an INS officer who
advised Sigalov that the FBI had not finished the security clearance.

18.  Sigalov made several inquiries to the INS thereafter and was told his application
was still pending.

19.  Sigalov has not been given any information as to when his application will be
processed and adjudicated and when, if ever, a permanent visa will be issued.

FACTS PERTAINING TO PLAINTIFF, SHALUPOV’S, APPLICATION

20.  In or about August 13, 2000, Plaintiff, Shalupov, entered the United States with his
wife, Svetlana Tarasova and his two children, Vladislav Shalupov and Angelina Shalupova.

21. On April 15, 2002, Shalupov was selected under the 2003 DV Lottery to be
processed for an adjustment of status. Adjustment of status is the administrative process of
declaring an applicant to be a lawful permanent resident of the United States without leaving the
country. (Immigration and Naturalization Act, §245 (8 U.S.C. §1255).)

22, Pursuant to the Bureau of Citizenship and Immigration Services, f/k/a Immigration
and Naturalization Service’s (“INS”) written instructions, Shalupov, his wife, son and daughter
applied for a visa under the 2003 DV Lottery in or about September 19, 2002.

23. The United States Department of Justice received Shalupov’s application for lawful
permanent resident in the United States shortly thereafter.

24.  Pursuant to the requirements of the application process, Shalupov submitted their
fingerprints to the INS on or about November 14, 2002.

25. On or about May 23, 2003, Shalupov, his wife, son and daughter were interviewed
by an INS officer who advised Shalupov that the FBI had not finished the security clearance,

26.  Shalupov made several inquiries to the INS thereafter and was told his application
was still pending.

27. Shalupov has not been given any information as to when his application will be

processed and adjudicated and when, if ever, a permanent visa will be issued.
